1908, August – A bizarre radiation is detected on earth by scientists. A strange variation of anything seen before.

1909, Febuary – After many measurements and readings, the origin of the radiation baffles scientists. Incidents of cancers and radiation diseases increase which some believe can be linked to the radiation. Most scientists believe that the radiation is coming somewhere within radioactive isotopes from the ground.

1911 – Victor Hess proves that this mysterious radiation, and some other radioactive particles originate from outside earth. They are called Cosmic Particles, or Cosmic Rays. A young Doctor James T. Milligan begins studying with Hess in attempt to understand this phenomenon.

1913 – A new range of cosmic particles come to earth causing havoc. These are even more mysterious and unfathomable to human scientist than the previous breed. More incidents of disease spout all over the earth, and some doomsayers are calling it a world crisis.

1914 – World War I begins.

1916 – A new, more complex series of cosmic particles reaches earth, entirely replacing the previous one, like the second did to the first. Theories begin stating that the three cosmic rays are related. They name the particles involved CP-1, CP-2, and CP-3 according to when they arrived on earth. CP-3 is harmless and not able harm living beings, being too weak.

1917 – United States enters war. Most troops already involved are more heavily affected by the radiation poisoning and even more are dying through these effects from constant exposure to the environment. There is a strong push by most people to end the war due to the number of radiation casualties, even though the current Cosmic Rays are safe.

1918 – World War I ends early this year. While many people are still suffering from the effects CPs 1&2, mankind received a break from CP-3. CP-4 arrives and replaces its predecessor. It is weaker than 3.

1919 – CP-5 arrives and instills fear again in the inhabitants of earth. While not the nightmare of CP 1 or 2, it once again can cause cancers or mutations. People are instructed not to leave the house without a strong “sunblock” of sorts that is supposed to block some of these rays. Scientists notice the increase of which these particle changes come, and expect the trend to continue. Milligan begins working strenuously at understanding the phenomenon.

1920’s – While many are benefiting from the economy of the 20’s, there is still a lot of gloom involved with the dangerous world epidemic that is occurring. Many of the wealthy prefer not to leave their home as often, and can afford some radiation protection built into their homes. Although there is doom and gloom, many people take on a “live today, for tomorrow we die” philosophy which is especially prevalent from the poor.

1920 – is the year that marks the fist year where more than one CP change occurred. CPs 6 and 7 and both a little stronger than the predecessors. Most people know someone suffering from a form of deadly cancer or at least a less dangerous growth of some kind. Wealthier nations fare better as protective creams can be more easily afforded by citizens and the government. Third world or poor nations fare the worst.

1921 – Three CPs hit the earth with seemingly no predictable make-up or progression except for frequency. 8 and 9 are almost as weak as 5, but CP-10 which hits in October, is almost as bad as CP-2 and it creates a new world panic. World leaders seriously consider building underground facilities to protect future peoples.

1921, November 12 – A rural farmer in Greece claims he has built a perpetual motion machine. Understandably most people scoff, but much of the locals begin to believe the phenomenon.

1922 – CPs 11, 12, and 13 hit. 11 is about as strong as the first and 12 is the worst of all. Hospitals can not treat the amount of radiation illness that is brought to them. Over months the only indicator of treatment you get is your social status and wealth. CP 13 hits in July, and seems totally harmless. The world is still cringing waiting for the next variation.

1922 – A 15 minute movie is made of the farmer’s machine. It seems to work with no visible slow-down. Scientists visit the farmer and are shocked when the impossible seems completed. Milligan makes particular interest in the farmer’s machine.

1923 – CP13 continues to hit the earth’s surface with no signs of stopping. Scientists are confused not only as to the source of the Cosmic Particles, but also to why the phenomenon stopped.

1923, March – Scientists reevaluate the perpetual motion machine, claiming that it is not entirely genuine… if unhindered, the machine is scheduled to stop somewhere in the year 2334. This phenonomenon is attributed to the gyroscopes and near unexplainable science the farmer learned from the local library and a visit to London’s library during a summer vacation.

1923, June – Penicillin is invented

1924 – Kyle Havik is becoming a boxing hero. He is a immigrant to the U.S. and is unbeaten. Many of his opponents die in the ring, but despite this he is considered to be an inspiration to all Americans.

1925 – Kyle’s fame soars, but the day after Christmas, 2 police officers are brutally murdered during a supposed attempted arrest on Havik for illegal Alcohol consumption and trafficking. The natural suspect is of course Mr. Havik.

1926, January 25 – There is a raid in an warehouse where a Havik is hiding out with some mobsters. After a drawn out firefight, Kyle is killed. There is an attempt to stop the rumors, but soon everyone hears about witness accounts of the 12-32 shots (depending on the story) it took to take him down. His body is missing and his mother and fans mourn the lack of a proper funeral.

1926, March 13 – Scientists are baffled by the 13 CPs that have rained on earth. Some people suspect that the governments know a little more, but these people aren’t taken seriously. CP-13 is still raining on earth. Dr. Milligan finds something interesting about the particles of CP-13. They are combining to form molecules that eventually turn into a gaseous chemical he calls dicioabalide.

1926, November 12 – More and more unbelievable feats are being performed in boxing, wrestling and professional sports. Rumors of deals with devils or aliens are beginning to form.

1927, Febuary 2 – Michael Cisco robs a bank successfully in Los Angeles. Witnesses say they saw light escaping his fingertips which killed guards and a few bank workers. Many of those of a religious nature blame the devil, saying Cisco must have sold his soul, or could be a devil himself. He makes no dispute with this idea and calls himself “Red Cisco” and wears fabric horns during his future crimes.

1927, April 17 – Red Cisco and a stranger have a fight on a street in San Diego. Cisco’s attacker is dressed in a yellow gym outfit and using two handguns. Witnesses say the man in yellow injured Cisco and moved with incredible speed (estimated anywhere from twice as fast as a human, to something faster than an airplane, from eye-witness accounts). Red Cisco wins however, and decimates the attacker’s body in a rage. Police come to the scene and try to finish off Red, but he escapes after he disappears into an abandoned apartment building. The man in yellow was never identified, but is considered by some to be the first super-vigilante. 

1927, July 4 – Red Cisco is planning on attacking a 4th of July celebration in Los Angeles, after committing many crimes that seem more spiteful than economical. Authorities are tipped off however, and publicly gun him down before he can prepare his attack. Red Cisco’s beam attack and ability to turn nearly invisible is caught on film and given to a newspaper.

1927, July 6 – The president admits the knowledge of super-powered beings, Red Cisco being one. The president says the impact of Super-beings in the world is something that will be discussed in congress shortly.

1927, July 18 – Dr. Milligan writes a letter he sends to many newspapers arguing that the substance known as dicioabalide is responsible for the creation of superheroes, and a possible alteration of reality that will need further looking into. Four days later, at a small press conference, he is asked what exactly this substance is… and he tries to explain it as “a chemical gas that’s not really a gas and not wholly a chemical.” The only strait answer Milligan will admit to or can explain is that dicioabalide is a substance, and it’s responsible experimentally to recent changes in biology and reality. The press dubs it “Substance D” and the name sticks

1928, July 7th – U.S. Congress signs the “Citizen Protection Act” that severely limits the rights of Metahumans. People with extraordinary super-powers are not entitled to all the rights of the constitution. They can be censured, tracked, and imprisoned without due process. Some European nations and philosophers are shocked. Britain, France, and Russia publicly denounce the actions, although no guarantee is given to supers in those nations.

1928, November 22nd – In Britain, a trio of identical twins who call themselves the “Jolly Rogers” perform a series of bank and residence robberies. They can run through walls and seem impossible to harm. Some claim they are ghosts, but most believe the missing goods points to a supers with some form of insubstantiality.

1929, January 2nd – With the Jolly Rogers and some other reported crimes performed by supers, Britain goes back on its word and signs legislation permitting a loss of some rights to those suspected to have super abilities. The document was not as far reaching as the American version, however.

1929, April 2nd – A man in a black cape and a black scarf/hat is seen fighting with the Jolly Rogers. One is thrown inside a police office dead. The other two are missing and never heard from again. There is a note from the caped man who calls himself “NightWatch,” it read: “I got them, satisfied? Now will you buggers leave the innocent ones alone?” NightWatch is argued by most to be the first super-hero with a secret identity.

1929, October – Stock market crashes, depression begins.

1930 – NightWatch apprehends more criminals. The petty thugs are bound and gagged and left on designated dumpsters using anonymous phone calls to the police station. Those guilty of major crimes are left dead; the one’s NightWatch particularly hates left dead on the street in plain view. He becomes a hero among many, even in America, and many wait for the next news story about the masked crusader. Authorities and other citizens oppose him for taking the law in his own hands. They ask any citizens to turn him in if they have any information.

1930 – Scientists in Switzerland make a psuedocomputer out of clockwork.

1931 – A proper computer is made in America. Dr. Milligan jumps on the idea and produces a more powerful one a few months later.

1932 – Dr. James B. Quirk invents the television to baby-sit his child while he is busy working on the flying car problem. He broadcasts radio programs that play during a grainy slideshow of him and his wife.

1932 – More and more super-heroes rise to fight the rising super-villains. There work is illegal and supers are frowned upon, so they develop secret identities and go to work. Many are captured and imprisoned, or executed if imprisonment is impossible. Those heroes who stay alive from the police officers and villains long enough become heroes to a portion of the public who admire them during the hard times of the depression.

1933 – Hitler is offered Chancelorship.

1934 – Scientists discuss the possibility of going to the moon. America vows to get there before Germany.

1935 – The possibility of lasers in combat is explored by Americans and Germans. A prototype is created by both nations by the end of the year.

1936 – The possibility of lasers for other applications like Surgery is explored. A smaller computer is developed by Milligan and companies around the world begin to use it.

1938 – Germany beats America to the moon.

1939 – World War II begins. America’s rivalry with Germany incited America to enter the war early on with the Allies. American citizens are shocked and resistant.

1940 – Hitler releases mutated super-soldiers in the war. Germany makes great advances and the war looks grim for the Allies. America brings laser tanks out in the field later that year, and makes the playing field more even.

1941 – In mid 1941, it seems clear that the Axis may inevitably win the war. In a moment of panic, America, with support from the Allies, drops an atomic bomb on Duesseldorf, Germany. Infuriated, Germany strikes bad with a vengeance, but comes out too strong and has many losses of foot soldiers on the battlefield.

1941, December 7 – Japan doesn’t even bother.

1942 – Things are iffy with the war still and America is threatening to drop another bomb. The president and Allied powers start thowing their own super-heroes on the field, taken from volunteers and prisons across the globe. Things finally start to go in favor for the Allies.

1942 – The personal computer is developed, and many people begin to learn how to use one.

1943, March 13th – The war ends. Britain, America, and France come together and thank the super-heroes for their service and preventing more nuclear detonations. The heroes who came from prison are given a full pardon, all are given special immunity. Although super-heroes have less rights than normal citizens, they are given some basic freedoms again.

1944 – The first successful heart transplant is a success.

1945 – Some heroes drop their secret identity and all become popular icons. Nations around the world start developing a legal system to handle super-vigilantes. Most require a registration with law enforcement. The T.V. begins to enter the home.

1946 – The first prison for Metahumans is established.

1946 – The first artificial heart, spleen, gall bladder, and sphincter are developed.

1947 – Most people have a tv.

1949 – The color T.V. is developed.

1950 – Date of the first successful brain transplant. Its practical uses are brought into question.

1951 – America has its revenge and becomes the first nation to send a man to Mars.

1951, December 25th – The date of the “Great Beyond Visitation” (GBV) and the war that preceded it. Although conspiracy theories about aliens existed for some time, fiction became fact when a 3 day war between American and alien forces occurred outside New York City. 12,000 troops and 300 civilians are killed. The alien gives a speech after it is clear the earth forces are incapable of doing much damage and give up. The alien diplomat claimed that leaders on Earth would not allow him to deliver a message to them from the intergalactic council (the speech itself will be made available elsewhere). Super-heroes and aliens become further ingrained on the minds of the public, although many understandably have ill-will toward the intergalactic council.

1952 – America remembers Russia exists and starts its fight against communism. Both spend a lot of money and effort in producing better super-soldiers. Human DNA is mapped.

1953 – A fairly small hole is found in the ozone layer.

1954 – The scandalous torturous experimentation of both sides becomes revealed. The horrors of World War II and these experiments causes a national outcry that leads to a peace meeting where the Man-made Gods treaty is signed, making purposely made super-heroes illegal. America also apologizes for the nuclear fall out that has spread through much of Europe.

1955 – Witchhunts in the U.S. begin and many poets and super-humans are imprisoned for suspected Communist or Nazi tendencies.

1956 – James B Quirk finally gets hover technology right.

1957, August 7th – The idea is brought before the United Nations to form a new goal: the united all the nations under one law and government in response to the GBV, so mankind can be a member of the intergalactic council someday. Many accept the idea, and many more are hostile to it due to the attack. It is proposed the UN changed its name to WN, World-Nation.

1958, April 1st – Compromises are made, and the first move of a united world begins with a compromise. They move that a strong international law be developed and tested in cities which will be ruled by multiple-governments. If these cities are successful, a single, international law will be tried on a global scale. The change is set to begin a year later.

1959, April 1st – Cities around the world are moved to international control. Williard (a fictional city) in Washington is one of them. A larger city not to far from Canada will be ultimately under WN rule, but also overseen by the U.S. and Canada jointly in smaller matters. Instead of getting the legislature involved, the U.S. and Canada both agree on a separate governing body to handle the project chosen by elected members of the respective governments every six years. The city is renamed by the WN to Alula (for first leap of the gazelle). Eventually the name shifts to a different spelling: Allula. Because of the alien’s pleadings, super-heroes will have more rights there.

1961 – The Vietnam war. America brings the sonic bomb into the field. Many troops and innocents are killed in a wide range without explosion or disturbing the thickets and plantlife. The sonic bomb creates heart-attacks and neurological failure in complex organisms.

1960 – The internet is born with the help of Dr. Quirk, who doesn’t seem to be getting much older. 

1960 – The first cyborg show up, Seerious, with altered combat abilities. A married hero duo (Flamera and Phil) are the ones who apprehend him after local authorities in Russia fail to catch him after a robbery of historical treasures.

1961 – The study of super-human experimentation by Britain is brought to light in a scandal. The outsiders, birthed by American and Soviet experimentation earlier on is also brought to light and openly discussed by the public. The treatment of superhumans becomes a matter of public outcry.

1962 – More rights are given to super-heroes in WN cities. Paranormals and supers flock to WN cities in order to escape the pressure and distrust throughout the rest of the globe. America resents this and considers dropping from the WN program, but stays.

1963 – America wins the Vietnam war, but to much national and international bad feelings.

1963 – Martin Luther King and the peace march. Supers try to attach themselves to the civil rights movement with varied success. People still revere super-heroes, but are skeptical about who the heroes are, and who the villains are. Super-heroes are still imprisoned readily in America for suspicions of communist or traitorous tendencies.

1964 – The first affordable hover vehicle is available for public consumption. Slow lanes are designated down low, fast lanes higher upon the ground over the rooftops of the city.

The first powered armor is tested for military use, and succeeds. Dr. Quirk is held responsible.

1965 – An aging but healthy Dr. Milligan gives a speech on the benefits of Substance D and the evolution of mankind. He advocates the responsible use of genetic alteration. He is not taken seriously and his reputation is marred. Dr. Milligan is not seen again.

1966, October 12th – America and many European countries apologize again for genetic testing in a WN conference. In the conference, the need for special handling of super-citizens by government is recognized, but most countries present sign an agreement to offer certain superheroes certain guarantied rights. It is agreed that all supers whose powers were recognized before the date of that conference unless be given full pardon of any previous crimes and released if imprisoned (unless they are declared mentally unfit). They are considered international citizens and not subject to any one nation’s laws except international law through the WN. WN laws are very lax toward super-heroes, so many experts worry about the outcome of this event. The supers who benefit from this council are called No-patriots or non-pats by the general public. Many of these super-soldiers are still around today.

1967 –The Non-pat council by the WN is already making its mark as super-human crime rises. Super-heroes rise to fight the crime, however, and it is soon clear how necessary they are. Many people who have lost loved ones become very bitter, however.

1967 – The first telescope is launched into space.

1967 – Quirk describes the future possibility of travel between planes of time or reality. The scientific community is intrigued, but skeptical.

1968 – Mr. Manhattan, a big fan of MLK, saves him from an assassination attempt. Mr. Manhattan, a non-pat, becomes a world-class hero.

1969 – Cancer is cured.

1969 – Quirk enthusiastically announces that an alien body was found in a crash landing in a press conference. He describes the very basics of the event. Later on, he denounces everything he said as a lie he made up as a practical joke.

1970 – America and other nations try to toughen up the laws that leave many super-criminals out of prison. The rulings become unpopular as the laws also affect many popular super-heroes, and “dark” super-heroes.

1971 – Nixon declares he will stand strong in making laws that apply to super “heroes” and “villains.”

1971 – Hullabaloo makes an appearance, trying to make cultural changes through questionable means. His scientific ability makes him awed and feared, also seemingly uncatchable.

1973 – The initial American “Mutt” experiments are revealed, where animalistic supers were created. Nixon is blamed and forced to resign. Quirk, who was involved, leaves the scientific community.

1976 – Super-heroes Mr. Manhattan and Prince Freddy admit some fears that the Mutt experiments are continuing somehow in private in a joint interview. They apparently don’t have any proof.

1980 – Alluna becomes a populous city filled with supers, their fans, immigrants, and people looking to make money in international trade. It also becomes notorious for its mafia and underworld.

1981 – Aids is cured.

1982 – MLK Jr. dies of natural causes.

1986 – The campaign begins, in Alluna.
